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Assessment

Assessment is an integral pat of World Languageindruction and learning. At a minimum, students are given four major assessments
per term, oneof which measures the studentsOspeaking proficiency. When feasible, this assessment is administered in thelanguaye
laboratory. Modern languaye students are assessed in a variety of ways. written tests and quizzes, oral proficiency tests, compostions
joumd writing, projects, and oral presentations When appropriate, students are encouraged to incorporate technology into their
written assignments, projects and presentations Dueto the building block nature of languayelearning, homework is assigned nightly
to reinforce class work. Students are encouraged to participate in the classroom by usng thetarget languageindividudly, in pars, and
in groupwork. In addition, all moden languaye students are encouraged to access thelanguage laboratory for individud practice. The
find examination evaluates thefour major moden languaye skills: reading, writing, listening and speaking.
