To join the list, send a
message to “ListManager@ab.mec.edu” with the following text in the body of the
message: “subscribe ABNotify”
3)      “Connect-ED” is a new telephone notification system which will be used to
distribute a variety of school related announcements (i.e. emergency dismissals, weather-
related school closings, community events, etc.). We will be making an introductory
phone call on Monday, December 20th at 6:30pm to your home phone number(s);
you should receive a recorded message from Superintendent Bill Ryan at that time. If you
do not receive this message, please contact your child’s school and provide your home
phone number(s) so we can update our records.
